 Then in 1929, God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy 

Ghost appeared with our Lady of Fatima in Sister Lucy’s convent in the 

Spanish city of Tuy to tell the world by means of Sister Lucy of Their 

command for the Pope and bishops to consecrate Russia to the Im-

maculate Heart of Mary.  

 This was a very important part of the Secret Our Lady had told 

the children on July 13, 1917.  

 The message of Fatima is still very important for all of us. We 

must continue to pray the Rosary every day as Our Lady asked us to 

do, and we must not offend God by our sins. Our Blessed Mother Mary 

wants us to wear the Brown Scapular of Our Lady of Mount Carmel, as 

She held it out to each one of us on October 13 during the Miracle of 

the Sun.  

 Remember to be like Sister Lucy, Jacinta, and Francisco, and 

make many sacrifices to console God and the Immaculate Heart of 

Mary, and to save poor sinners from Hell. Pray often to Our Lady for 

the Consecration of Russia, because, only by this act of obedience will 

there be given a period of true peace for all mankind.

Suddenly, the whole Chapel was illuminated by 

a supernatural light and a cross of light ap-

peared above the altar , reaching to the ceiling. 

In a bright light at the at the upper part of the 

cross could be seen the face of a man and his 

body to the waist (Father) in his breast there 

was a dove also of light (Holy Spirit) and nailed 

to the cross was the body of another man 

(Son). Somewhat above the waist, I could see 

the chalice and a large host suspended in the 

air on to which drops of blood were falling from 

the face of Jesus Crucified and from the wound 

in His side. These drops ran down on to the 

host and fell into the chalice. Our Lady was be-

neath the right arm of the cross. (… it was Our 

Lady of Fatima with Her Immaculate Heart...in 

Her left hand...without sword or roses but with 

a crown of thorns and flames…) Under the left 

arm of the cross, large letters as of crystal clear 

water which ran down over the altar, formed 

these words: Grace and Mary.

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The Miracle of the Sun 

 Suddenly at one o'clock in the afternoon midday by the sun, the rain 

stopped and the sun broke through the people looked at the sun easily, 

without hurting or blinding their eyes. The sun shot rays in different direc-

tions and painted everything- the trees, the people, the air and the ground - 

in different colors: yellow, blue, white. It shook and trembled. The extraordi-

nary thing was that the sun did not hurt their eyes at all. It looked like a 

glazed fire-wheel made of mother-of-pearl, (surrounded with scarlet flame). 

Twice the sun seemed to send out rays of refulgent heat which obliged the 

people to look away. 

 At a certain moment, the sun seemed to stop and then began to 

whirl wildly and to dance literally until it seemed that it was being detached 

from the sky and was falling in a zigzag on the people, as if to crush them 

with its huge and fiery weight. It fell down as far as to the height of a low fig 

tree. The sensation during those moments was terrible. Many cried out, 

"We shall all killed! We shall all be killed!" Others called to Our Lady to save 

them and recited acts of contrition.. One woman began to confess her sins 

aloud, saying that she had done this and that.. 

 People wept and prayed with uncovered heads. Aghast and with 

cries of fear the people threw themselves on their knees, even in the mud, 

calling out to God to have mercy on them, for they thought it was the end of 

the world.  

 After the solar phenomenon another prodigy, inexplicable by nat-

ural means; took place. The people, who had been soaked by the rain, 

found themselves suddenly and completely dry. How kind was Our Lady 

to her friends who had braved rain and much, and put on their very best 

clothes for her visit. It is interesting to note that this phenomenon was 

seen not only in the Cova da Iria but was also noticed by people kilome-

ters away from Fatima. This fact destroys any possible hypothesis of a 

collective suggestion of hallucination.

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2. Ven. Fulton Sheen 

      Life is Worth Living is an inspirational American television 

series which run on the DuMont Television Network from Febru-

ary 12, 1952 to April 26, 1955, featuring the Archbishop Fulton J. 

Sheen. I am fascinated because the Television talk of Ven. Sheen 

was recorded 1954 and that is the year when we twins were born.  

Below is a transcript of his talk: 

  Friends, the subject of this telecast is a movie and a histori-

cal event. The movie was produced by Warner Brothers is about 

Our Lady of Fatima.   

 On October 13th 1917 there's a little village in Fatima where 

three little children Maria Lucia, Jacinta and Francisco were gath-

ered expecting a revelation. They had said that Mary, the Mother 

of God had appeared to them. It was not surprising of course, it 

might very well have been the Lord who came through her 

through her. He worked His first miracle and then from the cross 

He commended us all to her with His kind words “Behold thy 

mother” the children said that the Lady had appeared to them on 

the 13th of May, June, July,  19th of August and the 13th of Sep-

tember and in the course of the Revelation something very inter-

esting was said which goes to show there's something more im-

portant in this world than politics. It was said by the Lady that this 

World War will end in a little over another year. Now I remember 

the date 13th of October 1917, we went to war that year on Good 

Friday. The war did end in a little over another year on the 11th of 

November 1918. 

 On October 13th 1951, I was at Fatima and there were 

one million people. They gathered the night before and all 

night long it rained. Those Portuguese stood, knelt and 

prayed for the Peace of the World. I stayed with them till 3:00 

and I was one of the few that had a cold. I went to lay down. I 

was tired but could not sleep when here are a million people 

most of whom had walked 50,75 and 100 miles. Several days 

to do Penance was to get out of bed and pray with them 

through the night. Then the next  morning prayed for the 

Peace of the World. When Warner Brothers did this particu-

lar film they left the realm of imagination and technique. The 

close of the particular film which you are about to witness 

shows the crowd that particular night that I was there.
